	Embrace Education so far:

· 180 tutors have been involved so far

· Tutors have worked with students from over 15 schools in Melbourne in homework clubs and one-on-one tutoring programs

· $15,000 worth of goods have been donated, including VCE revision lectures, calculators, textbooks 

Embrace Education in 2009

· Donated $690 worth of textbooks 

· 5 computers awaiting donation

· Second-hand book library of over 200 titles is ready to be opened up for borrowing

· Students receiving tuition - 40% Sudanese, 12.5% Afghani, 47.5% Cambodian, Vietnamese, Burmese, Australian students living away from home, and other nationalities.

Embrace Education – The future

Embrace Education is currently reliant on the dedication and commitment of volunteers to coordinate our programs. We are looking to building a sustainable model that will last beyond the current committee, so that our services will continue into the future.

We are working towards achieving DGR status so that we may apply for the Centre for Multicultural Youth’s $15,000 grants for our homework clubs next year and employ a Part-time coordinator.

	
	


Current Treasurer’s Report – David Bowly

The aims of Embrace Education are not financial and our main service is not monetary assistance. Our programs utilise our main resource, university students, in the provision of quality tutoring for disadvantaged students.

We have, however, had a limited capacity to provide material goods. Thanks to the $7000 Fouress Foundation grants we have been able to donate $1750 worth of textbooks and cover a cost of $2800 for VCE Revision lectures.

Monash University has committed an annual contribution of approximately $1,500 to cover Embrace Education’s operational expenses. This year $450 of this has been committed to police checks, for our volunteers, with a remaining $1000 going towards other operational costs.

As outlined above, our aims for next year are to expand and engage a Part-time coordinator to relieve the burden on people like Brendan, who donate a huge amount of their time to the organisation.
